The second building, designed
by the architect Darius Moon,
also has multiple storefronts
and overlooks the Grand River
and Lansing’s River Trail. Old
Town’s Grand River Bridge will
undergo reconstruction this
spring and is scheduled to re-
open this fall. The Darius Moon
building is located directly
beside the bridge, which upon
completion, will feature historic
street lights, hanging baskets
and seating. In addition to both
street level and river levels, this
building has the potential to
house an outdoor deck on the
Grand River.
